#1 - 20 shots for record at 200 yards from standing position. Time limit of 22 minutes
including two sighting shots. SR targets will be used.

#2 - 20 shots for record at 200 yards, rapid fire, sitting or kneeling position. Time limit
will be 60 seconds for each 10 shot string. Two sighting shots will be fired and scored.
SR targets will be used.

#3 - 20 shots for record at 300 yards, rapid fire, prone position. Time limit will be 70
seconds per 10 shot string. Two sighting shots will be fired and scored. SR3 targets
will be used.

#4 - 20 shots for record at 600 yards, prone position. Time limit of 22 minutes. Two
sighting shots will be fired and scored. MR-1 targets will be used.

#5 - (Aggregate of Matches #1 thru #4.)

Sunday Sept. 19, 2010

#1 - 10 shots for record at 200 yards from standing position. Time limit of 12 minutes
including two sighting shots. SR targets will be used.

#2 - 10 shots for record at 200 yards, rapid fire, sitting or kneeling position. Time limit
will be 60 seconds for 10 shot string. Two sighting shots will be fired and scored. SR
targets will be used.

#3 - 10 shots for record at 300 yards, rapid fire, prone position. Time limit will be 70
seconds for 10 shot string. Two sighting shots will be fired and scored. SR3 targets will
be used

#4 - 20 shots for record at 600 yards, prone position. Time limit of 22 minutes. Two
sighting shots will be fired and scored. MR-1 targets will be used.

#5 - Aggregate of Matches #1 thru #4.

Open to all safe competitors. Any competitor being safe or disruptive will be told to
leave.
